The Reference Department has introduced AskRefLive, a
new live, interactive chat reference service. Users can
receive answers to questions, assistance with research, and
help in navigating library resources online in real time.

JOURNAL CITATION REPORTS (JCR)
AVAILABLE ONLINE

The library has acquired access to the most recent edition
of Journal Citation Reports (JCR), produced by the
Institute for Scientific Information. JCR on the Web, a
tool for journal evaluation and ranking, provides citation
data from around 7,500 scholarly and technical journals
worldwide. Users can find a journal’s impact factor, which
measures the frequency with which the “average article”
in a journal has been cited in a particular year or period.
JCR can also show you the most frequently cited journals
in a field, the largest journals in a field, and the most
published articles in a field. Coverage is multidisciplinary
and international, incorporating journals from 3,300
publishers and approximately 200 disciplines. Click on
the library’s Databases link for access.

GLOBAL HEALTH FACTS

GlobalHealthFacts.org, a new Web site developed by the Kaiser Family Foundation, provides free data by country on HIV/
AIDS, tuberculosis, malaria and other key health and socio-economic indicators. Data are available in tables, charts and

maps, which may be downloaded for custom analyses.

ARTICLEFINDER DATABASE IS NOW FREE

ArticleFinder,

http://www4.infotrieve.com/products_services/databases/articlefinder.asp, a bib-
liographic database from Infotrieve, is now available for free on the Web. It
contains “more than 26 million citations and eight million abstracts from over
54,000 journals in science, technology and medicine (STM).” Citations may be
exported to bibliographic management software, including Reference Manager
and Endnote. Note: ArticleFinder does not provide free access to full text articles.
